Colonial Women in Time of War
Frontier new Englanders experienced devastating raids from Indian parties from French Canada

Hannah Dustin (1657-1736)
Lived in the town of Haverhill on Massachusetts frontier

She was captured by the abenakis Indians along with others

The Indians killed most of the people except for a few

She was given the opportunity to escape when she woke up and all the Indians were asleep

She woke others and together they killed all of the Indians

She then scalped them and collected bounty of 12 Indians

When she got back new Englanders hailed her as a true heroine 

A women whose courage overcame the French Indian enemies of England’s empire in America

Eliza Lucas (1722-1793)

Lived in the vicinity of Charleston, south Carolina

At 17 years old her father resumed his military duties and Eliza was in charge of his Carolina properties. With the help of knowledgeable slaves, she conducted successful experiments. She pioneered a cash crop that brought additional wealth to Carolinas planters and became a major trading staple of the British Empire.

Designing England’s North America Empire
Benjamin Franklin explained why relations turned sour between England and the Colonies.

-He blamed British trade policies.

100 years before the colonists traded as they pleased.

England put in laws to have greater control.

To Benefit the Parent Nation
The more restrictive policies were made under certain concepts.


-Mercantilism: National Greatness





-Draws a store of wealth into England.

A term not invented until the late 18th century.

They thought that wealth was not infinite.

Any nation that gained wealth did so at the expense of another.

Enumerated goods could be shipped only to England or other colonies.

European goods destined for American had to pass through England.

The American provinces supplied raw materials; like timber.

Navigation System

-Ship building industry began to grow.


-England became the central trading hub of its empire.


-Resulted in great economic boom.

Seizing Dutch New Netherlands
Charles II learned from his father’s mistakes


-Never claimed divine authority in decision-making.

Wouldn’t appear too power hungry.

Passed himself off as lazy.

He was thought as a “play boy.”

New Netherlands was the handiwork of the Dutch West Indian Company.


-Joint stock venture chartered in 1621.

James, the Duke of York


-Had the title to all Dutch Lands in North America.

Proprietary Difficulties in New York and New Jersey
James was an inflexible person.

Hard working

Humorless autocrat

Not sensitive to the political trends of time

Proprietary charter had no clause mandating a popular assembly for his colony

Duke’s Laws

Provided for local government and guaranteed such basic liberties this trial by jury and religious toleration so long as sellers belong to and supported some church.

The Long Island Puritans


-Kept pressing for a popularly elected assembly.


-Refused to pay and local taxes.

Argued that they were enslaved under an arbitrary power.

 Planting William Penn’s “Holy Experiment”
During the English civil war but of the 1640’s by number of radical religious sects – ranters, seekers, and the Quakers among them – began to appear in England.

The Quakers adhered to many controversial ideas.


-All persons had a diving spark or inner light.

Defying the Imperial Will: Provincial Convulsions and Rebellions

Establishing the Middle Colonies was an integral part of England’s Imperial expansion within the framework of mercantilist thinking.

Bacon’s Bloody Rebellion in Virginia
People were angry because England had plenty of Tobacco and didn’t want anymore.


-The Dutch wanted tobacco but England wouldn’t trade with them and all Virginia tobacco gets to England.

Sir William Berkley (1606 - 1677)

-Royal Governor

-Became a tyrant

Besides economic depression, stirring with the native Iroquois Indians made things worse.

Glorious Revolution Spills Into America
Because of Bacons rebellion the kings reaction was to give himself more authority over American.

To get more control.

-Privy council members to serve as lords of trade and plantation.

New England’s Witchcraft Hysteria
Puritans had very strong beliefs in witchcraft.


-The Devil took form on the earth as witches and wizards.


-They would kill people if they didn’t confess to their “crimes.”

If they confessed they were thought to no longer be possessed by the devil.

Their lives would be spared.

-If they didn’t confess, they would be assumed still posed by the devil and hung.

Maturing Colonial Societies in Unsettled Times
Stable Relations with parent nations and other factors nourished the maturing of the american provinces after 1700


- rapidly expanding population


-strengthening colonies


- wealth was not shared among the population

By the 1760's many colonists had come to doubt whether the home government would truly appreciate what they had accomplished for the empire


- ended the long period of stable relations

An Exploding Population Base
Between 1700 and 1760 the colonial population mushroomed from 250,000 people to 1.6 million people

Causes


- introduction of non-english people


- british north american slave trade reached its peak



- 1700 = 28,000 slaves



- 1775 = 500,000 slaves

In a series of waves between 1725 and 1775 over 100,000 scots-irish descended on North America and lived mostly in Philadelphia 

- Germans = middle colonies

There were more poor people and fewer but wealthier rich people

Intellectual and Religious Awakening

Age of reason, also called enlightenment 

The New Approach to learning was secular and based on scientific inquiry and statistics 


- Sir Isaac Newton lead the movement 

International Wars Beset America

French canadians, operating from bases in Montreal and Quebec, explored throughout the Great Lakes region and then down into the mississippi valley

La Salle who dreamed of a mighty french empire west of the appalachian mountains, claimed the whole region for his monarch, Louis XIV

La Salle's grand vision was ahead of its time

French Located their first Louisiana territory at Biloxi 

Sieur de Beinville


- founded new orleans



- french capital in the region 

France had only 75,000 people in America and Canada so the indians did not fear them.  


- the Natives became allies with the French 

General James Oglethorpe = (1696-1785)

A wealthy member of parliment known for his "strong benevolence of soul"


- Outlawed Liquor 


- Limited People to only 500 acres


- Kept a secure border


- Outlawed slaves
