How To Cite: Chicago Style
Reminders:

· If you question whether to cite the information, you probably should.
· All research works, or assignments requiring you to access resources, require a bibliography.
· Use footnotes, not endnotes or parenthetical citation, for citations in your written work.
· Footnote Reminders

· All footnotes should be numbered (in numerical order, from the beginning of the paper until the end). Numbers should NOT be repeated. Only one number per note.
· If you are using two quotes from the exact same source, one after the other, your first footnote should follow the format below. The second footnote (or any more that follow immediately thereafter) should read “Ibid, page number.” (no quotation marks)
· Footnotes in Chicago Style formatting should be indented on the first line (one tab or five spaces) and flush with the left side of the page for subsequent lines. Due to auto-formatting built into Microsoft Office programming, this requirement may be hard to meet. Please ask your teacher for more guidance or specification as to whether this will be required. 
· Bibliography Reminders
· All works used in your research, whether referred to in the paper or not, belong in the bibliography.
· Bibliographies should always be arranged in alphabetical order, according to the first word of the entry. 
· The first line of a bibliographic entry should be flush with the left side of the page. Each subsequent line should be indented one tab (approximately five spaces).
· Bibliographical entries are NOT numbered.
