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How to Build a Mousetrap

Because engineers love simple things, I decided to make this mouse trap simple.  Besides the design being simple, I included an exact 1:1 scale template for the mousetrap.  

Step-By-Step Procedures

1. From the template sheet, cut out the template by cutting all solid lines. 

2. Place the template on the thick paper that has been given to you, and trace the template. 

3. Remove the template and trace in the dotted lines.  The dotted lines are where folds are going to be.  

4. Cut out the thick paper mousetrap by cutting the solid lines.

5. Fold the mousetrap on the dotted lines.

6. To glue the mousetrap together glue the tabs on the mousetrap to the place labeled on that tab.

7. The ends of the fringed paper on the front of the mousetrap needs to be pushed inside the mousetrap and should catch on to the front lip.  

8. Lastly Bend the front ramp that is connected to the front lip down so that its flush with the ground

9. Confirm that the mousetrap looks like the picture supplied.
